EX PLORE
1 If you have placed your faith and trust in Jesus, share about how you first came to know and follow Him. 

2 As Simon was cleaning his nets after a long, fruitless night of work, Jesus inconveniently asked him for a boat ride (5:1–3). 
How do you react to unexpected inconveniences? How is responding in obedience to Jesus challenging for you? 

3 After teaching, Jesus told Simon to go to the deep waters and let down his freshly cleaned nets once again (5:4). What do 
you think Simon thought of Jesus’ directive? How do you feel and behave when someone gives you advice in an area where 
you feel you are an expert? 

4 What does Simon’s response to Jesus teach us about obedience to Jesus (5:5)? Share a time when your reluctant 
obedience turned out for your good and/or for God’s glory? 

5 What does Simon’s reaction to Jesus after the miraculous catch of fish tell us about his understanding of himself and Jesus (5:8)? 

6 Being “caught” by Jesus involves being called into His mission (5:9–11). How are you seeking to “fish for people”? 

7 What correlation do you think there was between Jesus’ extended time of prayer and His calling of the 12 apostles (6:12–13)? 
What do you learn from Jesus’ priority and pattern of prayer (5:16, 6:12)? 

PRAY
Ask God for courage to follow and obey His calling to holiness and witness even when it is uncomfortable.
