2 What groups in our society have a long history of being excluded and seen as second-class, especially based on factors that
are unchangeable?

3 “For [Christ] Himself is our peace” (2:14). What is your best definition of peace? What are signs that peace in a relationship
is genuine, not just words?

4 Jesus doesn’t just remove the barrier, but He enables a new relationship (“one ... out of the two”). What’s the difference?
Why is this new reality so important? (2:14-18)

5 The Jews had certain advantages (“near”) over the Gentiles (“far away”). Neither had arrived or possessed reconciliation
with God simply based on heritage. Describe how the message of the Gospel to all levels the playing field.

6 The new humanity of those in Christ is described as a building in process (2:21,22). Why is that significant? What roles do
we play in the construction process of “God’s dwelling”?

7 What are ways in which the Body of Christ should reflect the diversity in our world? How can our church do better in visibly
displaying our identity through the composition and relationships of our people?

As a member of God’s household, pray that you would represent Him well.
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
