3	 Why is it difficult for us to embrace people who are different from us? Why does diversity present such a difficulty in  
human relationships?    

4	 Our culture celebrates the uniqueness and individuality of each person. But Paul emphasizes the oneness that believers 
share (4:4-6). Why is that essential for us to realize?      

5	 Leadership is often viewed as a threat or an imposition. But Paul speaks of it as a gift (4:11,12). According to these verses, 
what does good leadership accomplish?     

6	 In what ways today are believers like you tempted to be like spiritual infants? (4:14) Why is knowing and speaking truth  
so important?
