Scripture tells us 
that God hardened Pharaoh’s heart (7:3) and Pharaoh hardened his own heart (7:13). How do 
you explain or reconcile these facts?

Why did God perform all these 
plagues instead of just one?

Pharaoh seems to acknowledge his hardened heart (10:16,17). How do you evaluate the sincerity of his 
response? What are the differences between regret, contrition, and submission in our response to God?
